1. For automatic shift models:
Unclip and remove the small shifter trim panel
including the hazard switch. (Figure A)

The shift trim is one piece, unsnap carefully
and set aside.

2. Remove (1) Phillips screws from each side
panel on the center console at the bottom of
the radio panel then unclip and remove the
panels. (Figure B)

5. Remove (5) Phillips screws
securing the A/C control to the
factory radio trim panel.

6. Remove (2) Phillips screws
securing the A/C module to the

factory radio bracket assembly.

1. Secure the A/C control into the
99-7607 radio housing using the
factory hardware. (Figure A)

2. Attach the included brackets to the
A/C module then secure it into the
dash using the factory hardware.

Double DIN radio provision

1. Cut and remove the center bar
from the radio housing. (Figure A)

housing. (Figure B)

secure the radio to the assembly
using the screws supplied with the
radio. (Figure C)

4. Snap the double DIN trim-plate
onto the housing/radio assembly.
